WHAT IS THE MOST COMMON QUESTION OTHER PHOTOGRAPHERS ASK YOU?

My friends ask why a parent would want a portrait of their sick child. To me the answer was
obvious - kids with cancer are still just kids. Working with the kids at the hospital each time is
a reminder of that and its incredibly rewarding.

CAN YOU DESCRIBE HOW YOU FEEL AFTER A PHOTO SHOOT?

When we leave the hospital after a full day we are exhausted since we go from patient to
patient and don't really have time to decompress. When I look at the images the next day, the
experience becomes more emotional. You just want to hug people a little tighter. It’s a very
powerful reality check.

The most difficult thing is when I learn that the photographs I have taken are the last
photographs a family has of their child. It’s incredibly heartbreaking and yet I am grateful
that we were able to give the family a lasting gift they will treasure forever.

WHAT ARE THE SHOOTS LIKE?

NANCY e« People always ask us that. I know it’s hard to believe but the shoots are fun!
My volunteer job makes my real job worth it.

KIM « After volunteering at one shoot, you can never have a bad day. Anything that happens in my life
seems petty. We are just so thankful that we can give back in such a meaningful way.

WHAT HAS KEPT YOU VOLUNTEERING FOR 7 YEARS?

KIM « We can’t imagine not volunteering for Flashes of Hope. We know that the gift we give them means
so much and they wouldn’t otherwise have those beautiful portraits

NANCY « So many of the families tell us that they have never had a family portrait. It can be difficult to be
at the shoots sometimes but what we feel is nothing compared to what the families go through. We can’t
cure their cancer, so the least we can do is bring them happiness.

YOU HAVE PHOTOGRAPHED MORE THAN 1800 CHILDREN, DO YOU HAVE A FAVORITE?

NANCY « Every month we have a favorite kid! There is one family we have gotten really close to — two of
their sons have cancer. Both brothers have relapsed and are constantly in the hospital. Yet, they are
always smiling, laughing and being goofy. It’s incredible that they can be so positive after all they have
been through.

KIM « Their mom is one of our biggest advocates. She tells all the other families about us and is a huge help
to newly diagnosed families. Every month I fall in love with another kid. Between Nancy and I, we
remember every family we have ever met.
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Founded by a 10-year old cancer patient, our Kick-it program has raised more than 3 million dollars for
children’s cancer research.

Students from across the country have embraced our mission and made Kick-it an annual school tradition.
At Brecksville-Broadview Heights Middle School, teacher MARIA SCHNEIDER has inspired her students to
raise $150,000.

WHY DID YOU GET INVOLVED IN KICK-IT?

The easy answer is that I love helping people! But I also got involved because there are nine kids in our
district that have cancer or are in remission. That’s too many kids with cancer.

HOW DID YOU MOTIVATE YOUR STUDENTS?

The “Kick-It Kids” did the best job! They stood up in front of the whole school and shared their experiences
with childhood cancer. It took a lot of courage and it really hit home that their classmates have batiled
cancer. Kick-It is the way they can support their friends. Knowing that the research is helping kids in our
school makes it even more meaningful.

HOW HAVE THEY RAISED SO MUCH MONEY?

The students have come up with a million ways to fundraise! Many of them donate money they have
earned from babysitting or mowing laws. They have also held car washes, bake sales, and a t-shirt
contest. One boy even organizes an antique car show to benefit Kick-It! They are constantly coming to me
with new ideas.

WHAT HAS KICK-IT MEANT TO YOUR SCHOOL?

As a teacher, I love seeing them find a passion and then work hard to achieve a goal. They have learned
so much through participating in Kick-It. Our entire staff looks forward to the campaign and it really
brings our school together.

One year, another teacher handed me an envelope filled with donations. On the front of the envelope she
wrote: “T give now because I can so that others might give when I cannot.” I put that envelope on my
office wall and look at it every day. I feel so grateful to be able to give and I hope our students feel the
same way.
